The MSc in Social Anthropology aims to provide a strong background in
analytical and methodological issues in the subject, and practice in the critical
evaluation of its sources, both in the library and in the context of fieldwork.

During the MSc you will sit four exams in June, two core papers and two option papers. The core
papers are:

Culture and identity
Kinship, power and change.

The option papers are taken from a list issued during the first term and may consist of both topical
and regional themes.

Over the summer you will then write a 10,000-word dissertation, during the preparatory phase you
will be unsupervised after you will discuss your topic with your supervisor.

Teaching is by a mixture of lectures, classes (especially for the options) and tutorials.
